The enforcement process… 

Waive  

(partially or fully) 

Register a charge on land or 

other measures, such as: 

•Seizure and sale of assets 

•Garnishment of money from 

third person 

•Suspension of driver’s 

licence 

•Clamping or impounding of 

vehicle 

•Restrictionon transacting 

business with the Registrar of 

Motor Vehicles 

•Community service order 

(but only on application by 

FERO)
